In 1906, West Hill, like Highland Cek distant from mainline railways, was linked to
Toronto by the Scarborough Division of the Toronto and York Radial Railway
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network. This gave the community a minor transportation hub and encouraged further
growth. But highway improvements, ubiquity of tipeivate automobile and the
replacement of slow stagecoaches with new gasoline buses changed everything. The
TTC took over the old Scarborough radial in 1927 and replaced with its own Grey
Coach buses east of Scarborough Post Office (Markham Road) in(a®@Grom

there to Birchmount Avenue in 1936). The 86 Scarborough bus routeytss to
connect with the BloeDanforth subway instead of the streetcar, still serves this area,
the direct legacy of the old radial. But as the automobile took over, namigourist

Kingston Road Motels

Historically, Kingston Road was the "gateway" to Toronto. In about 180(\rihes
brothers, theCornellsand other Scarborough Heights pioneers blazed a winding trail
through the bush, connecting with smsgittlements to theast.Throughoutthe 19th
century, hotels and their associated tavemre nunerous along the entire route
JonathanGates and JohnMuir's being among the beknhown. At the turn of the
century, theadial linetook city folk out to the "country parks" in Scarboroughand

the ruralcurlerscould go the other direction for their bonspiels in the cBy. the

30's the market gardeners of WHEit were using KingstorRoad and small trucks

take their produce into the city, as the earlier farmers had done on their spring
wagons. By the second war, motels began to complement the collections of cabins, all
doing a lively business, particularly durinHe EX. There aranore thanl8 motels
through Kingston Road are still there.

Radial Railway Line

In 1875 the Kingston Road Tramway opened a horsecar lingdmst the Don River
and Main St. Etended in 1878 to Blayte Ave. Operations ceased in 1887. On July
1, 1893 the Toronto and Scarboghi Electric Railway, Light and Power commenced
operating an electric street railway or "Radial Car" line from Queen St. East to
Blantyre Ave. Until 1897the line continued dowBlantyre Ave b the Victoria Park.

In 1898 the route walaid eastward to the Hunt Clelstended to the Halfwa

House at Midland Aven 1901 to Scarboroulg P.O. at Eglinton Ave. in 190&nd to
West Hill in 1906. The line became the Scarlogpo division of the Toronto & York
Radial Railways in 1904. The T.T.C. city streetcar service replaced thécacs to
Victoria Park Ave.m 1921 and to Birchmount in 1928. The West Hill extension was
abandoned in 1930.
